Welcome to A Body of Knowledge — Embodied Cognition and the Arts! | hope
everyone finds this event stimulating and rewarding. My goal in organising this
event is to help to stimulate interaction between the cognitive science community
and the arts community (and philosophers and anthroplogists and neuroscientsts
and computer scientists...). | believe that concepts arising from post-cognitivist
paradigms provide leverage on the qualities of intelligent action in the world - which
is what artists do.

| initiated this project as a result of my conviction which has grown through 25 years
of practise and research: internalist paradigms only confuse attempts to discuss
creative intelligent practice. For much of the last century, explanations of the
cognitive dimensions of arts practices have been unsatisfying, and this is because
internalist paradigms provides few useful tools to discuss embodied dimensions of
cognition.

In conversations about cognition, internalism-mentalism-cognitivism-
computationalism has reinforced a Cartesian hierarchy which has marginalised the
arts and other embodied practices because of its lack of capacity to recognize or
assess intelligent action. More generally, it has profoundly skewed accepted notions
of cognition by emphasizing the idea of thinking as logical reasoning in an abstract
space, thereby separating perception from action and thinking from doing. As
Gilbert Ryle noted long ago, and as artists of all stripes have always known: “When
| do something intelligently,...I am doing one thing and not two. My performance has
a special procedure or manner, not special antecedents”.

I hope that this interdisciplinary gathering helps to generate a new discourse about
cognition which is relevant and useful to arts practitioners, and those who think
about practise. In addition, | hope it contributes to a more general questioning of the
privileging of abstraction over performance and practise in the academic
environment.
