Music Theatre Dance Technique Audition (Drama 182A & Drama 183A)     10:00 – 11:30am / Studio 5 
All students interested in Music Theatre should attend this placement audition.  
Requirements: 
- Arrive early to warm-up. 
- Wear dance attire. Bring jazz shoes / sneakers. 

 
Music Theatre Workshop – Level III Audition (Drama 143A)     12:00 – 2:00pm / Studio 5 
This audition is for those students who have completed at least one quarter of Level II of Music Theatre Workshop. 
Requirements: 
- Sing a one-minute musical ballad from the musical theatre repertoire. You may sing from your MTI/II class material. 
- Present a short (30 second) monologue from a play.  
- Dance audition to demonstrate technique.

Music Theatre Workshop – Level I & II Audition (Drama 65 & Drama 142) 9:00 – 11:30am / Studio 5 
All students enrolled at UCI are welcome to audition. 
Requirements: 
- Sing one 16-bar ballad or one 32-bar up-tempo 1920- 1970 musical theatre song. 
- Wear audition attire. 
- No pop or contemporary songs. 
  
Thursday, September 26th  
 
New York Satellite Program Auditions (Drama 146)    6:00 – 9:00pm / Studio 5 
NYSP 2019 dates are March 25th – April 23rd.   
Requirements: 
- Prepare one 32-bar up-tempo musical theatre song that represents you and your personality.  
- Dance MT styles (character shoes or jazz sneakers) and demonstrate Tap technique.  (Tap flats or heels.)   
- You will sing first and then change into dance clothes & shoes.
